Side Mounting-cabinet (outer) member (mounting hardware not included)  

Please note: Heavy duty slides DO NOT disconnect. 

1. Install cabinet member (large outer member)  firstly for best access to mounting holes. 

2. Side space .75 +0.031/-0.000 (19.1mm +.79/-.00). 

3. Note the fastener access holes (Figure 1) which allows access to all mounting holes in the inner and outer member.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

4. Mark the centerline and mounting holes as needed making sure slides are parallel, and level. 

5. Top and bottom of drawer or pull-out-shelf must have 1/8” minimum clearance for travel. 

6. Extend the slides to full extension to install cabinet member. 

7. Install fasteners head height not to exceed 0.190” (1/4” hex head, pan head, or button head machine screws recom-

mended for thru mounting,  1/4" Lag bolts, or #14 pan head tapping screws for wood/metal surface mounting. (Figure

8. Check slide travel to make sure all members travel freely. (Figure 3) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Side mounting-drawer (inner) member (mounting hardware not included) 

1. Extend the slides full extension. 

2. Align and nest drawer or pull-out-shelf on the inner member,  mark the centerline and mounting holes as needed mak-

ing sure slides are parallel, and level. 

3. Install fasteners head height not to exceed 0.130” (10-24 or 10-32 hex head, pan head, or button head machine screws 

recommended for thru mounting, #10 pan head tapping screws recommended for surface mounting wood/metal).
